This 3 Month  Programme aims to 

offer an intensive boot-camp expe-

rience; connecting young people 

with God's vision and purpose for 

their lives; equipping them to re-

turn to their families and 

communities to make a 

difference through the 

Gospel in the power of 

the Holy Spirit.  

We have 11 young peo-

ple enrolled for the cur-

rent programme which 

runs from 11 June to 10 

September 2021. These young 

men and women are from five dif-

ferent towns and most of 

them come from disadvan-

taged families. Some have 

been addicted to drugs for 

years and almost all of 

them trapped in a life of 

hopelessness with very 

little chance of escaping. 

The very first week of Resurgence 

saw a young man, who 

was addicted to drugs 

for more than three 

years, inviting Jesus 

into his life to be his 

Lord and Saviour and 

set free completely. 

Four others recommit-

ted their lives to Jesus.
